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1. Overview

Wab ActiveX control provides functionality to work with Windows Address Book. 

Windows Address book consists of several entries (contacts, people), which in their side have several properties like email, name, address, fax and etc.

WarJo wab control can open specified address book (file) and view, create, edit and delete entries (contacts) as well as their properties.

Note: you must have installed an address book application first i.e. outlook (express).

2. Installation notes

Place the component (wjwab.dll) in your components directory (lets say c:\components) and register it using regsvr32.exe utility.

Example:

C:\>regsvr32 c:\components\wjwab.dll

3. Usage

The prog ID of the component is warjo.wab. You can create a wab object in your ASP page using it.

Example:

Set wab=Server.CreateObject("warjo.wab")

4. Methods

WarJo Wab offers several methods which can be separated into three goups:

· address book file methods

Open(name) – opens an address book file (name) if the file name is empty string opens the default address book file. Previous address book is closed if any.

Return value:


0 – on failure


1 – on success
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Close() – closes the opened address book. Use it for proper clean up. 

Return value:


none

· entry (contacts) methods

GetCount() – Returns the number of the entries (contacts) in the address book.

Return value:


Integer - Number of entries in the wab.

Select(index) – Selects the current entry in the address book by index (integer value). By default the last entry of the address book is selected when the address book is opened but you have to select one to be sure.

Return value:


0 – on failure


1 – on success

SelectByEmail(email) – Selects the current entry in the address book by email. 

Return value:


0 – on failure


1 – on success

CreateNew(name, email) – Creates a new entry in the address book using specified name and email. And selects it so that you can effectively change it’s properties.

Return value:


0 – on failure


1 – on success

Delete() – Deletes the currently selected entry in the address book. After this operation is completed the currently selected entry is undefined be sure to select another entry.

Return value:


nothing

· property (values) methods

GetValue(name) – name is the name of the property. Windows address book uses long integer ID to identify properties but for your convenience we provide string names of these properties. Property names will be described later in the document. 

Return value:

String – the property value/string 

(in version 1.0 of WarJo WAB only string values are supported)

SetValue(name, value) – name is the name of the property. Value is the new string value for the specified property.

Return value:


0 – on failure


1 – on success

· misc
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Version() – closes the opened address book. Use it for proper clean up. 

Return value:


String – the version of the component

7. Problems

ver. 1.1

You have to grant both write and read permitions on the .wab file to the anonymous IUSR_COMPUTER otherwise Open method fails with flag 0.

ver. 1.0

You might experience problems with the NT rights using the component. I have tested it with IIS 4.0 on NT Server 4.0 and IIS 5.0 on Windows 2000 Professional. On both the component failed to open the wab file with the normal anonymous account. Perhaps some problems with the NTFS. If you log as Administrator everything goes fine.

I’ll appreciate any feedback on the subject.
